⚙️ How an Otoscope Works
· A bright LED or halogen light illuminates the ear canal.
· A magnifying lens enlarges the view.
· A speculum (the cone-shaped tip) gently opens the ear canal.
· The clinician can see: 
· Wax buildup
· Signs of infection
· Fluid behind the eardrum
· Perforations
· Foreign objects
This makes it a frontline tool for diagnosing ear-related illnesses.
